Family Life Centre 
Family Life Centre: It’s growing, here’s what we are up to… 
1. Seasons for Growth: adult bereavement support groups now being held. Possible groups for 

children/young people in future. 
2. Play Therapy: preparations pre-summer with start date envisaged in August. Pilot project one morning 

per week. 
3. Falkirk District Credit Union: members trained and operating a collection station one morning per week 

at Trinity. 
4. Falkirk Street Pastors: use premises free of charge when working in the town centre. 
5. Alcoholic Anonymous and Gamblers Anonymous: groups meet within Trinity at a reduced rate. 
6. Youth Worker: in conjunction with Scripture Union, Falkirk Baptist Church and Falkirk St. Andrew’s West 

Church, to operate initially at Graeme High School. Presently seeking Trust members and avenues of 
funding. 

7. Listen Well Scotland: introductory morning session in May with a view to Trinity becoming a “Listening 
Church” with trained volunteers. 

8. Falkirk Foodbank: Trinity is a partner Church. 
9. Café in the Kirk: operating weekdays from noon to 2pm. 
10. Tots and Toddlers Group: in conjunction with St Francis Xavier’s Church, we are seeking volunteers to 

operate a new group one morning per week at Trinity. 
11. Children’s Shop: looking at possibility of starting this in town centre to fund future initiatives, possibly 

including Traidcraft. 
12. Signposting: information centre at Trinity to point to other help agencies. 
13. Funding: preparations being made for funding applications.  
14. Business and Development Manager: Gillian is our main connection with various agencies and groups in 

the town centre and throughout Falkirk. 
15. Logo: use and development of new FLC logo…

East Africa Crisis Appeal  
In March, Christian Aid launched the East Africa Crisis Appeal to support South Sudan, Somalia, Kenya and 
Ethopia, who are all suffering from a catastrophic famine caused by a number of factors.  Because the 
congregation of Falkirk Trinity have responded to so many appeals in the last 18 months, the Christian Aid team 
took the decision to respond to this appeal by fund raising rather than asking for donations.  To date we have 
raised just under £300 through the sale of Easter Eggs and the Youth Station Bake Sale. From the beginning of 
June, we will be the running the produce table on the first Sunday of every month for the appeal.  
  
Produce Table 
The Produce table will be open for business again from the beginning of June.  It will be situated in the 
vestibule outside the Main Hall on the first Sunday in the month from Sunday 4th of June until Sunday 1st of 
October.  Bring along any excess plants, fruit and vegetables from your garden and jams and chutneys and we 
will sell them in aid of the East Africa appeal. If you are unable to bring the goods to church yourself, please 
contact the office and arrangements will be made to pick them up. 
 
Kelpies Canter  
The second annual Christian Aid Walk will take place on Saturday 30th September at the Helix.  You can walk, 
bike, run a 5k or 9k route around Falkirk Stadium, the lagoon, Great Lawn, the Kelpies and Abbotshaugh 
woodland.  The 5k route is suitable for all ages.  If you want to take part you can be sponsored or just give a 
donation to Christian Aid.

Knitted Squares 
Thanks to all the many people who have been knitting squares. Please bring all your squares to church by Sunday 
4th of June. We have gathered a large assortment of squares which now need to be sorted into packs. The packs 
will contain enough squares to make a blanket, wool, needles, trimmings, measuring tapes etc. We plan to make 
up the packs on Monday 12th June from 10.30am. Please come along to the Main Hall if you can spare an hour or 
two to help with this task. 
 
We do still need darning needles, trimmings (buttons, ribbons etc) and measuring tapes for the packs.  
 
The packs will then be taken to the refugee camps and distributed among the women - giving them a worthwhile 
task putting the blankets together and enabling them to help to keep their families warm this winter.
